PREVIOUS MINUTES: MINUTES OF 22 NOV. 03 BUSINESS MEETING WERE READ. MOTION BY AUST 2ND BY CRAWFORD TO ACCEPT MINUTES AS READ. MOTION PASSED.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS: THE DETACHMENT PROPOSED BY-LAWS WERE DISCUSSED IN DEPTH, WITH MINOR CORRECTIONS BEING MADE. KIMMA TO MAKE CORRECTIONS AND POST THE BY-LAWS ON THE WEBSITE AS A .PDF FILE. MOTION MADE BY KIMMA, 
2ND BY MAVRAKIS TO ACCEPT THE BY-LAWS. A VOICE VOTE WAS TAKEN. MOTION PASSED.  KIMMA TO MAKE ALL CORRECTIONS BY MONDAY 1//20/04 AND POST TO WEBSITE. MARTE TO SEND COPIES TO CHARLIE WATERS, DEPARTMENT JUDGE ADVOCATE FOR APPROVAL AND SIGNATURE. 
REPORTS: 

PAYMASTER: BYRNE GAVE THE FINANCIAL REPORT AND STATED THAT THE BALANCE STAYED THE SAME, $670.59 IN THE BANK ACCOUNT. THE PAYMASTER WILL MAKE A DEPOSIT SHORTLY AS RENEWAL DUES ARE STARTING TO COME IN.

PAYMASTER BYRNE TALKED ABOUT THE LIFE MEMBERSHIP IN THE MARINE CORPS LEAGUE. AS WE UNDERSTOOD IT, IT WOULD BE DETRIMENTAL TO THE DETACHMENT AS NO MONIES WOULD BE COMING INTO THE DETACHMENT. AT THE STAFF OFFICERS MEETING ON 14 JANUARY 2004, DETACHMENT OPERATING PROCEDURE #1 WAS PASSED. THIS D.O.P. #1 READ AS FOLLOWS: “ANY DETACHMENT MEMBER REQUESTING LIFE MEMBERSHIP IN THE M.C.L.
