CHAPLAIN:  No Report 
SENIOR VICE COMMANDANT: No Report

JUNIOR VICE COMMANDANT: DeLa Cueva explained the new procedure for new member applications. All applications with money will be given to the Junior Vice Commandant, along with a copy of applicants LAST DD214 (Some Marines have more than one) or copy of the Final Discharge Papers. This should also include a list of Medals or Honors the Marine has earned. When the J. V. C. has verified the applicants eligibility to belong to the Marine Corps League, he will forward the application and money to the Pay Master. The Pay Master will forward all the proper paperwork and monies to the National Association for the new applicants membership. At the same time the J. V. C. will forward the copy of the DD214 and list of medals (if separate) to the Adjutant to be placed in a permanent file. Sgt. At Arms/Webmaster Kimma will also receive a copy of the medals list for inclusion onto the Detachment Website. Once the applicant(s) has been accepted by the National for membership and an Identification Card is issued, the new member will be sworn in at a subsequent meeting and awarded their MCL Membership Pin.
ALL APPLICANTS MUST PROVIDE PROOF OF ELIGIBILITY TO JOIN THE MARINE CORPS LEAGUE DETACHMENT BEFORE ANY PAPER WORK IS FORWARDED TO THE NATIONAL ASSOCIATION.
JUDGE ADVOCATE: J. A. Clark audited the Detachment Financial Records and found everything balanced, except one item. That item was a check given to M. Glazzy to pay for and start Safeway’s E-script program. The check was never cashed or returned to the Pay Master. (What say you, Glazzy?)
The Judge Advocate also recommended, with agreement from the Pay Master, that the Detachment adopt a policy, that any monies collected at meetings or other functions be counted by two (2) officers, one (1) of which should be the Pay Master, and either signed off or initialed as correct.
