REPORTS: 

COMMANDANT: THE DETACHMENT BY-LAWS WERE SUBMITTED TO THE DEPARTMENT JUDGE ADVOCATE FOR APPROVAL AND SIGNATURE.

PAYMASTER: CASH IN BANK A/O 25 MARCH IS $1381.09. IN THAT TOTAL IS $275.00 FOR THE DEPARTMENT RAFFLE. THIS LEAVES A TOTAL OF $1,106.09 UNENCUMBERED FUNDS.

ONCE THE PAYMASTER SENDS THE RAFFLE FUNDS TO THE DEPARTMENT PAYMASTER, IT WILL UP THE DETACHMENTS TOTAL FUNDS DONATED TO $1,120.00.

CHAPLAIN:  THE CHAPLAIN READ THE NAMES OF 6 MARINES KILLED IN ACTION DURING OPERATION IRAQI FREEDOM. THE COMMANDANT HAS ASKED THE CHAPLAIN TO MAKE THIS A MONTHLY REPORT AT THE MEETING.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS: MARINE CORPS BIRTHDAY CHAIRMAN G. MAVRAKIS REPORTED THAT A COMMITTEE MEETING WILL BE SET UP IN APRIL. A QUESTION WAS RAISED AS TO WHETHER OR NOT THE DETACHMENT SHOULD INVITE OTHER BRANCHES OF SERVICE TO OUR CELEBRATION. GENERAL CONSENSUS AMONG THE MEMBERS PRESENT WAS YES. MAVRAKIS SAID MORE INFORMATION WILL FOLLOW AT THE NEXT MEETING.
NEW BUSINESS: LIFE MEMBERSHIP DISCUSSION. IT IS NOT AGAINST ANY LAWS OR LEAGUE RULES FOR THE DETACHMENT TO ASK LIFE MEMBERS FOR A VOLUNTARY DONATION EQUAL TO THE SUM THE DETACHMENT WOULD KEEP FROM REGULAR DUES COLLECTED. THE DEPARTMENT PAYMASTER WILL ASK THE DETACHMENT STAFF OFFICERS, ON A YEAR TO YEAR BASIS, PERMISSION TO SEND A LETTER TO DETACHMENT LIFE MEMBERS EACH JUNE REQUESTING THE DONATION.
