MARINES LAST ROLL CALL: Chaplain Hall read the names of Marines from California who have answered the call to Guard Heaven’s Gates. Taps was played.
LIFE MEMBERSHIP: No Life Memberships at this meeting.
APPLICATIONS FOR MEMBERSHIP: Received Membership applications from Tim Curtin, and Shawn Wargo.

BALLOTING ON APPLICATIONS:  No balloting at this meeting.

CORRESPONDENCE: Letter received from Santa Clara County Department of Education Director, Ms. Nancy Carruthers, thanking the Detachment for Presentation of Colors at the Departments Veteran’s Graduation Ceremony. Commandant Weisgerber also received a $100.00 donation from the Department.
Commandant received information about a ceremony to be held at Oak Hill Cemetery on 

10 September 2005 honoring Marine Corps Sergeant Edward Alexander Walker, MOH. Sgt Walker lived from 1864 to 1946. Sgt Walker received his Medal Of Honor during the Boxer Rebellion in China. The ceremony starts at 1100 hours at the Mausoleum on top of the hill within Oak Hill. The ceremony is to honor Sgt Walker and to donate a plaque to his gravesite mentioning the Medal of Honor. All veteran’s are invited to attend the ceremony.
